BACKGROUND | Growing up on a small Minnesota dairy farm teaches one a lot about life. My 
childhood years were filled with the wonders and reality of farm life with a close knit family of four 
brothers. My first job away from the farm during my high school years found me working at the local 
grocery, whose owner was a stickler for cleaning, especially in the meat department—what a great 
experience! After high school I decided for a try at a career in the US Air Force, and was assigned 
missile maintenance technician at the Minot Air Force Base in North Dakota, where I served four 
years in the 91 Field Missile Maintenance Squadron, Periodic Inspection Team. During that time, I 
also helped a couple maintain their 800-acre wheat farm on the North Dakota prairie. 
 
CAREER HIGHLIGHTS | After four years of military service, I returned to Minnesota with visions of 
farming with my brothers. The reality was a down turn in the farm economy which found me working 
as a milk hauler/sampler for a small town cheese company. This proved to be a favorite job, as I 
was able to visit with many dairy farmers and make a lot of friends along the routes. This was also 
my entry into the dairy industry and an opportunity to learn about providing safe, quality food for 
others. 
 
While delivering a load of milk to the receiving station one day, our field representative told me that 
the State of Minnesota was looking for inspectors to help bring manufacturing grade dairy farms 
into compliance with new hygiene and sanitation requirements. I tendered my application and 
began my career as Dairy Sanitarian for the Minnesota Department of Agriculture (MDA) in March 
1984, spending two years as district dairy inspector in Stearns County. Upon accepting a promotion 
to Interstate Milk Shipper Certification Officer at the MDA central office, I moved to Saint Paul. 
There, I worked with all aspects of Minnesota’s dairy industry and, over the next 17 years, became 
involved with the National Conference on Interstate Milk Shipments, which was experience beyond 
compare. The cross-discipline opportunities at the Department of Agriculture were invaluable; it’s 
an experience I highly recommend. 
 
PORTFOLIO | In 1984, I became a member of the Minnesota Sanitarians Association (MSA), an 
IAFP Affiliate that later merged with the Central Minnesota Dairymen and Dairy Processors, Inc. to 
become the Upper Midwest Dairy Industry Association (UMDIA). I served in all offices of MSA, and 
was president when we made a bid to host IAFP 2001 in Minneapolis. Our incomparable and 
energetic Local Arrangements team included Paul Nierman, Mary Anderson and Vickie 
Lewandowski.  
 
In 1993, I was asked to attend the 3-A Sanitary Standards Annual Meeting to serve with the 
Committee on Sanitary Procedures (CSP); several years later, with support from committee 
members and academic advisor/mentor Dr. Ron Schmidt, I was made CSP Chair. During my five-
year term ending in 2003, CSP made many changes to procedures for standards development and 
the standards that dictate how milk handling and processing equipment is manufactured, being 
careful to make those changes based on current methods and science. Serving on the CSP was 
another unique experience in food safety and quality. For this service to the public and the industry, 
I was given the IAFP Sanitarian Award at IAFP 2002 in San Diego.  
 
At the IAFP 2008 Affiliate Council Meeting, I accepted the nomination to serve as Affiliate Council 
Secretary. 
 
PERSONAL ENDEAVOURS | I met my wife, Tammy, while I was working as district dairy inspector 
and she was an inner city elementary school teacher in Chicago (farm boy meets city girl). Tammy 
and our two daughters, Katie and Emily, were with me when I received the Sanitarian Award in San 
Diego.

Recording Secretary of Minutes: Roger

Call to Order: The meeting was called to 
order at 7:06 a.m. by Affiliate Council 

Chair Carl Custer. There were 30 mem-
bers and guests present. The agenda was 
approved with two items added to new 
business (Indiana/Ontario). 

The minutes of the 2007 Affiliate Council 
Meeting were reviewed and approved 
with one amendment: correction of 
“Murhpy” to “Murphy” (Texas, Geor-
gia). 

Report from Affiliate Council Chair-
person: Carl Custer announced and ac-
knowledged the 2008 Affiliate Award 
winners and announced new interna-
tional Affiliates from Turkey, Spain and 
the United Arab Emirates (UAE). He 
noted the receipt of more Affiliate An-
nual Reports for 2007 than previously, 
and congratulated Affiliates for their 
pleasing and innovative membership 
recruitment activities. He thanked 
Leilani McDonald, Affiliate Staff Liaison, 
for her exceptional work with the Affili-
ate Report and administration over the 
year.  

Report from IAFP President: Gary 
Acuff presented the 2008 President’s 
report and asked that Affiliates encour-
age participation of students in their 
activities. 

Report from the IAFP Office: David 
Tharp, Executive Director, presented the 
2008 office report.  

Report from the IAFP Affiliate Liaison 
Staff: Leilani McDonald also thanked 
Affiliates for their Annual Reports, not-
ing that she had received 33 for 43 Affili-
ates. She apologized for adding Dele-
gates to the mailing list instead of just 
the President, but noted that this had 
improved communication.  

Election of the Affiliate Council Secre-
tary: Carl Custer announced that Dan 
Erickson of the Upper Midwest Dairy 
Industry Association received the sole 
nomination for Affiliate Council Secre-
tary (Indiana, Washington). Dan Erick-
son was voted by acclamation.  

Unfinished Business: There was no 
unfinished business.  

New Business: 

Educational Session. Unfortunately, 
Don Schaffner’s flight to Columbus was 
cancelled and he was unable to present 
his Educational Session on development 
of Affiliate Web sites. Leilani was re-
quested to post Don’s presentation in-
cluding PowerPoint slides to the IAFP 
Web site. 

Instead, Delegates described their ex-
periences with Web site development. 
Points of interest included: 

1. Commercial prohibitively expen-
sive, but relatively easy to do one-
self after completing online continu-
ing education courses (9 weeks) 
using programs such as Front Page 
or Dream Weaver, or with help 
from students, kids or other volun-
teers with Web page development 
abilities. Might cost less than a meal 
or two. A platform called “Common 
Spot” should be avoided.  

2. Updating the Web site also com-
mercially expensive at approxi-
mately $600, but easier to have an 
elected Webmaster from the Affili-
ate membership do it. 

3. Need to take precautions to prevent 
access by hackers. 

4. Increases the number of inquiries 
and facilitates membership sub-
scription. 

5. Facilitates online monthly newslet-
ter and reports. 

Membership Growth Issues. Leilani 
McDonald and Dan Erickson opened 
discussion on the economic impact of 
the current economy on Affiliate mem-
bership and activities. While some noted 
staff cuts, new Affiliate establishments, 
and “sinking lid” policies at universities, 
others noted no change or an increase in 
membership. Strategies such as provid-
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ing quality programs at an affordable 
rate in a “cool” place should minimize 
any losses. Adding adjuncts such as in-
dustry workshops to more general meet-
ings will defray costs. Involving stu-
dents will assist with membership conti-
nuity.  
 
Sid Camp described how the Georgia 
Affiliate has started a new stipend 
award to enable food safety profession-
als from regulatory bodies to attend the 
IAFP Annual Meeting.  
 
Dan Erickson, with full support from the 
Council, asked that the Board encourage 
IAFP Members to become members of 
their Affiliate, and that Affiliates be rec-
ommended to encourage their members 
to become IAFP Members, especially 
given the new, less financially onerous 
fees structure. Leilani McDonald was 
asked to also include a request in the 
Affiliate View newsletter, and to investi-
gate a written proposal from John Bruhn 
to use membership postcards or E-cards. 
 
Planning Issues. Several suggestions 
were provided for the 2009 Educational 
Session and Affiliate View. The Chair, 
Secretary and Leilani are to further in-
vestigate. Topics included: 

1. Web site development for Affiliates, 
carried over from 2008 

2. Affiliate award holders to describe 
their achievements and any novel 
programs to encourage membership 

3. Tax requirements for non-profit 
organizations 

4. Simple development of CEUs and 
CLUs for Affiliate workshops 

5. Audiovisual equipment for Affili-
ates 

 
To ensure that all Delegates have the 
opportunity to share their Affiliate’s 
activities and successes (see agenda, 
Affiliate Reports), Leilani McDonald 
suggested that Affiliates could bring a 
one-page, tabulated summary for distri-
bution to attendees of the 2009 Affiliate 
Council Meeting.  
 
IAFP Requirements for Affiliates. Carl 
Custer and Leilani McDonald referred to 
Affiliate compliance with the require-
ments that Affiliates: 

1. File an annual report with IAFP 

2. Hold an annual meeting 

3. Maintain President as IAFP Mem-
ber 

4. Maintain Delegate as IAFP Member  

5. Have at least five IAFP Members 
within their membership 

 
Many Affiliates have failed to meet all of 
these requirements. Tennessee and Mis-
sissippi Affiliates have been out of com-
pliance for several years, have not com-
municated in that time, and hence face 
being removed from the list of recog-
nized IAFP Affiliates. 
 

Affiliate Social Activity. Helene 
Uhlman suggested the possibility for a 
separate social event for the Affiliate 
Council to encourage networking. The 
suggestion was well received, but it was 
agreed that time for such an event dur-
ing the IAFP Annual Meeting would be 
difficult to schedule. 

Affiliate Reports: Delegates offered a 
summary of their Affiliate’s activities 
and accomplishments in the past year.  

Recommendations to Executive Board: 
That the Board encourages IAFP Mem-
bers to become members of their Affili-
ate, and that Affiliates be recommended 
to encourage their members to become 
IAFP Members, especially given the 
new, less financially onerous fees struc-
ture. 

That the Board encourage Affiliates to 
take a greater role in intrastate commu-
nication during food safety issues such 
as outbreak investigations. Approve 
Dan Erickson as the new Affiliate Coun-
cil Secretary 

Passing of the Gavel: Chairperson Carl 
Custer passed the gavel to Roger Cook, 
signifying the beginning of his term as 
Affiliate Council Chair.
